
From the very beginning at Genesis Church we have focused on seeing our people 
as the church and any building we occupy as our mission outpost. Our dream was 
to secure a building from which we could serve our neighbors in the form of a 
community center.  After nine years of setting up and tearing down for worship and 
serving all over the city of Phoenix, the state of Arizona, and the world beyond, we 
were able to purchase a 35-year-old strip mall for this purpose. The Rock at 32nd 
Street Community Center has been in operation now for two years and is our “face” 
in northeast Phoenix as we seek to meet the needs of our diverse neighborhood.
 
Over the last two years we have launched a monthly food distribution, a tutoring 
program for elementary age children, a GED program for adults and teenagers, and 
a career center. We offer all of these opportunities for free to the public. As well, we 
are excited to foster collaborative partnerships with like-minded organizations, and 
have already enjoyed joining forces with Alice Cooper’s Solid Rock Teen Center. Their 
focus on reaching teenagers through music and the arts fits well with our desire to 
meet the physical, relational, and spiritual needs of our community.

We believe that through offering programs to our neighbors, as well as low or 
no-cost meeting space, and worship opportunities on the weekends, we are able 
to live out our faith practically and incarnationally. National Covenant Properties 
has generously provided us lending support to purchase and remodel our structure. 
Now we are in need of equipment for new ministries that we are called to begin, 
furnishings for people to sit comfortably as they meet in the center, and other 
building related items that will improve our mission to the city.
