Covenant Orientation

Advanced Standing in Fuller’s Doctor of Ministry Program

Background:

Covenant Orientation is a course of study open to Evangelical Covenant Church pastors who have received their Masters Degree at a seminary other than North Park Theological Seminary.  The purpose of this program is to orient students to the ethos of the Evangelical Covenant Church.

The program consists of three components:

1. Orientation Studies—4 courses


Theology of the Evangelical Covenant Church  


Mission and Ministry of the Evangelical Covenant Church  


Vocational Excellence in the Evangelical Covenant Church  


History of the Evangelical Covenant Church  

2. Covenant Life Experiences—6 experiences such as Covenant Annual Meeting, Midwinter Conference, Regional Conference Retreat

3. Advising Relationship for one year
